Our readings pair up the story of Jesus comingjrie at Marthd
and Mary's home with God coming to dine with Abrahaand
Sarah. Just as Abraham turned to Sarah for hejpdaparing the med|

bear the burden of serving the Lord?

But Mary does not come to the kitchen, even dfaring he
sister banging things around in there, perhapdtla linore loudly tham
usual. Instead, she stays sitting at the footefltord, listening to hinf.
Martha, not one to keep her thoughts to herselfirestes directly th
cause of her sister’s prolonged delay: “Lord, dw yot care that m
sister has left me by myself to do the servinglk 10:40).

As a matter of fact, Jesus didn’'t care. What ttecdre abou
was that Martha was all “anxious and worried abouany
things” (10:41). Jesus did not care about busytidabut about worrie
and anxious Martha. Even more simply, what he dcabout wa
Martha. Not the meal, not the table, not the timey ate, or whateve
