Dear Parishioners, 
 

In the plan of Luke’s Gospel, the geography of Jesus’ 
ministry takes on a definite theological significance. In 
today’s reading we see the important point at which Jesus 
“firmly resolved” to set out for Jerusalem, and for the next 
ten chapters Luke describes Jesus’ journey to his ultimate 
destiny in Jerusalem. 
 

All along the way Jesus instructs his followers in the 
meaning of true discipleship. We see in this reading that the 
disciples must be willing to encounter rejection (“the 
Samaritans would not welcome him”), poverty (“nowhere 
to lay his head”), sacrifice of one’s previous priorities 
(“come away and proclaim the Kingdom of God”), and a 
decisive break with one’s entire past. 
 

It is rare that we would be asked to go to the extremes of the 
disciples in Jesus’ time. We are, however, asked to be 
sincere disciples following Jesus on our journey through 
life. Are we willing to make decisions and changes in our 
lives to be true disciples?
