I've come to realize that it only seems to be true 
that the work is constantly interrupted.  The 
interruptions ARE my work.  They have purpose.  I 
believe that the unexpected events are sent by God to 
mold out hearts.  Recall the saying "Man plans and 
God laughs." 
 

We are tempted by the frustrations to give in to 
boredom, anger, or despair.  Our challenge is to turn 
these things around by allowing God's grace to flow 
into us by using the virtue of patience.  The 
interruptions should be viewed as opportunities.  
During this Advent, the season of waiting for God's 
greatest Gift, what opportunities can we find?”
