This year, CHA has again teamed up with Our Lady of 
the Fields to host 60 Winter Relief guests at OLF during the week of 
January 4-11, 2010.  Both churches are now recruiting volunteers to 
help cook, transport guests and host this event.  Donations of food 
and drink items are also needed to help feed our guests.
