Following the celebration of our 10th anniversary, we 
look to the future with great anticipation.  Please mark 
your calendars for a meeting of the General 
Community Council (our entire parish family) between 
Masses on Sunday, October 18th  at 10:10 a.m.  This 
20-minute gathering will provide an overview of the 
recently approved Master Plan and describe two 
initiatives that will move us closer to a new worship 
space – a focused effort to increase the size of our 
parish and a fundraising feasibility study to determine 
the capacity within our parish to finance new 
construction.     
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Archbishop Edwin F. O’Brien has approved the Master 
Plan for the Church of the Holy Apostles.  This is an 
important first step in the design and construction of a 
new worship space for our faith community.  The 
approval comes after a two-year effort led by Gretchen 
Klebasko and a dedicated team of parishioners to 
gather information and study our need for added space.  
The Master Plan provides a general description of the 
scope of future buildings on this property and will 
serve as the basis for the next phase of planning 
activity.  To learn more, attend the General

Grades 7-8 will sort and pack the items into 
grocery bags.  Here is a reminder of the food items for each 
class: 
 

Grade K: 1 jar of peanut butter (18 oz) and 1 jar of jelly 
Grade 1A: 1 16 oz box of spaghetti and 1 jar/can spaghetti sauce 
Grade 1B: 3 cans of vegetables (15-16 oz each) 
Grade 2A: 3 canned meals (such as Spaghetti O’s, chili, beef stew, etc.) 
Grade 2B: 3 cans soup: 1 “hearty” (such as Progresso or Chunky) and 2 

“regular” (such as tomato or chicken noodle) 
Grade 3: 2 cans tuna, chicken, or salmon (5 oz each) 
Grade 4: 3 boxes/bags of noodle/rice/potato side dishes 
Grade 5: 1 can fruit (16 oz) and 2 boxes macaroni and cheese 
Grade 6: 2 desserts (such as bag of cookies, brownie mix, jello, or pudding) 
Grade 7-8:  2 boxes cereal or oatmeal 
 

If you would like to contribute more, we will take any and all donations, 
including cash or checks (made out to Elizabeth Seton parish).  Additional 
items needed are: ketchup, mustard, mayo, juice boxes, condiments, flour and 
sugar (2 lb bags), cooking oil, instant coffee, tea bags, cream soups, 
Hamburger Helper/boxed meals, pancake mix and syrup, toilet paper, paper 
towels, and napkins.
